The following checklist is provided to assist in the application process:
· Previous recipients are not eligible

· Must be a college student in your sophomore or junior year who is enrolled in a full-time aviation degree program at an accredited four-year college or university.
· Must be a high academic achiever with a 3.0 GPA or better, on a 4.0 scale.

· Must be able to demonstrate an interest in pursuing a career in general aviation
· Complete the attached application  

· Submit a letter of recommendation

· Submit a 250-word maximum typed paper on general aviation

· Submit a paper indicating applicant’s one (1), five (5) and ten (10) year goals in general aviation

· Submit an official transcript from the applicant’s college or university.

NOTE: Recipients are selected by the NATF scholarship selection committee on the basis of academic record, recommendation letter and a statement of educational and career goals. Previous recipients are not are not eligible. Recipients are selected without regard to race, color, creed, religion, gender, disability or national origin. Recipients will be notified in writing by the end of April and all other applicants will be notified in writing by mid-May.
The Pioneer of Flight scholarship checks will be made payable jointly to the recipient and their college/university (and must be endorsed by both). The scholarship checks will be mailed to each recipient’s address stipulated on the scholarship acknowledgement form.
 Recipients are required to supply copies of pertinent records and to notify NATF of any changes of address, school enrollment or other relevant information.  Except as described here, no obligation is assumed by NATF, members of its selection committee or NATA. Tax liability, if any, will be the sole responsibility of the recipient.  The NATF reserves the right to review the conditions and procedures of this scholarship program and to make changes at any time including termination of the scholarship program.
